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Ptr. Henry and Roniely Solitario are formerly church planters in Leon Postigo, Zamboanga del Norte, Mindanao, Philippines.


Their ministry there was successful but their dedication to the Lord was put to the test when groups of Muslim extremists planned to kill Ptr. Henry in order to stop the ministry in their town. God saved him.


God rescued Ptr Solitario from that threat but it was a difficult and painful experience. Instead of Ptr. Henry, it was his son Reynante who was mistakenly killed by the Muslim extremist.


      They mourned for their son while praying for justice. After a month, the suspect was arrested and he was a member of  the Moro Islamic Liberation Front (MILF) and at the same time an active member of the Philippine National Police (PNP).  The family of the suspect sent a representative to the bereaved family saying they were willing to pay any amount in exchange for  dropping the case. Pastor Henry did not accept the offer.  


The refusal of the Solitario family to accept the offer of money in exchange for dropping the case, caused another threat. The MILF vowed to kill Ptr Solitario and his whole family for the denial of the  settlement. 


These situations lead Ptr. Henry to follow Paul’s example. He decided to leave Mindanao to protect his family and look for another place to live and serve the Lord. From our relatives (Pastor Rio’s) they heard that I was doing ministry on the island of

Those of you who are familiar with our ministry know how God keeps expanding the work to more villages around Naujan. Dick has been concerned about the need for qualified Filipino pastors to keep pace with the opportunities for expansion. God has provided again. Pastor Henry is now a part of our ministry. Like Pastor Rio and Judy and I, Pastor Henry began his ministry on Mindanao, a dangerous place. You know of the kidnapping and killing of Pastor Rio’s brother, the scars from bullet wounds that Pastor Rio still carries and some of you know of the difficulties we had while on Mindanao. Pastor Henry has a similar story. Below is that story as told by Pastor Rio. 





	








Mindoro, and so they visited the place.  They prayed to the Lord for one month asking God if Mindoro is the right place for them to do ministry. God showed them. They decided to serve God in Naujan, through the ministry of Saved By Christ Church.


They arrived on Mindoro Jan. 21, 2011 and they stayed at SBCC Santiago. After a month of orientation and familiarizing himself with his new area of ministry,  Ptr. Henry Solitario and his wife  were sent to minister in Barangay Sta. Cruz, Naujan, Oriental Mindoro. Now he is doing friendship evangelism, and with the help of some of our deacons from our parent church in Santiago. They hold children’s ministry in the area. Now they are having Bible studies for two big families  in that Barangay. Please pray for Ptr. Henry and Mrs. Roniely Solitario and their ministry.

If you have taken the opportunity to view our online videos you know that we have been working with a tribe of Mangyans. These are a primitive people who subsist on small gardens and foraging for food that grows wild in the Mountains of Mindoro. Because of sickness and the combat between the Philippine Army and Communists some chieftains have brought their tribes down to the edges of the developed low land. They set up squatters villages near farms. The people of the area do not welcome them and they are being continually displaced as land owners drive them off. A generous gift from the pastor of one of our supporting churches has allowed us to buy land in the name of the SBCC ministry for the purpose of providing a place for the Mangyans to make a village where they will not be chased away once again. 


Chief Berto has accepted the Lord as well as 7 other members of his tribe. Dick experienced the blessing of seeing these eight people baptized recently. The village will be a circle of homes built as the Mangyans do with a “church” (actually a grass roofed shelter much like a USA picnic pavilion) in the center. Pray as the rest of the tribe is gathered back together at this place that more will come to know Christ through the ministry of our SBCC pastors and the witness of Berto.

Moving Forward With Home For Disabled Kids








	Judy and I have felt for a long time that God wanted us to build a home for disabled children in the Philippines. We now feel the timing is right to move ahead with this. 


We needed a team on the field that had the same vision and people that were motivated and trainable to staff the home. God has provided two such scenarios. One is on Mindoro and the other is on Luzon. Because of this and the fact that there is great need for ministry to the disabled, we are asking God to provide enough for two homes. 


	God has provided a Filipino architect who has made official plans of the concept drawing Dick gave him and all aspects of the construction cost  have been calculated. To build one home would cost $55,000.00 


	We also have two new team members stateside to  help us and are praying that God would increase our US based team with at least one more couple that would make a long term commitment to short term missions focusing on the establishment and operation of these two homes.


One of my Filipino pastors said “This project is a big one but our God is a big God.”

A Heart For Reaching The Disabled








	Our desire is not just to provide a home for disabled children but to meet their spiritual needs as well as that of their families. We also have a comprehensive plan that includes making the home self sufficient by including things like a large garden to provide food. Rice, corn and some other foods can be harvested up to four times a year in the Philippine climate. Following is a report from a pastor of one of our field teams. Perhaps it will help you catch the vision and see his heart.

We have acquired a temporary use of  350 square meters of land for vegetable gardens/community development project. They allowed us the use of it free for two years provided we buy it after that. It cost P700,000. ($17,500) I was even thinking we can use this for the Home for the Disabled, build the home and ask a concession from the New Tribes Mission who owns the larger portion of the rice field adjacent to it, to extend our land enough for our various functions (Home, School, Vegetable farm, Church, training areas).





We have to secure the ownership of this lot. It is owned by a pastor who wanted to help us in our vision.


I am willing to commit the rest of my life overseeing this project. I hope to have a school for the disabled partially mainstreamed in community with regular kids.


Right now, I have the funds that will finance the setting up of a garden nursery where seeds will be planted and transplanted to communities where there is a church to follow up.


How the Lord puts it all together is too good to be true. But it unfolds right before our eyes. This is indeed a God thing!
