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In our spring prayer letter we told you that construction was about to begin on the home for disabled children. We hope you will be encouraged to know that it is now well underway. The rainy season has begun and as we write there is serious flooding in many areas of the Philippines. 


But God allowed the workers to get most of the outer construction completed before that arrived. Now the men are able to work on finishing the inside of the first floor. That is where the children will live. We are praying God will provide the amount needed to complete the second floor which will be classrooms for a school for deaf children and also so we can have funds to purchase beds, wheel chairs and other furniture needed for the home for disabled children.	 On the left is what some refer to as the Luke 14 mandate. Disabled people are one of the most unreached people groups in the world. We will go out into the streets and bring them in.

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Maria’s Story	





It is difficult to help people see the plight of the disabled in developing countries.  To help you see the need for a home for disabled children we would like to share one child’s story.





Some of you know the story of our daughter Maria but many do not. 





Maria is from the Philippines. She was born to a mother who did not want her. At three months in the womb Maria’s mother tried to abort her three times with a medication. The abortion attempt left Maria blind from birth. 





When Maria was born it was with the aid of an untrained “midwife”. A poor older women experienced at helping with deliveries in her village.  





After the delivery the midwife stepped out of the room for a minute and when she returned she found the birth mother trying to smother Maria. The midwife took the baby from the birth mother who willingly gave her up but the smothering attempt caused Maria to have brain damage. Maria will never be able to be an independent adult. 





The midwife tried to raise Maria but did not know how to deal with her disabilities and was too poor to feed her adequately. She brought Maria to an orphanage and at that point Maria had third degree malnutrition. 





We discovered Maria when we went to orphanage to work. Maria was four. By the time she was six we decided to adopt her and bring her to the USA for medical treatment. All her life Maria had had severe pain in her eyes due to glaucoma but she could not get proper treatment in the Philippines. After deciding to adopt Maria it took three years of paperwork both in the USA and the Philippines before we had the proper visa for her to travel. At age nine she finally got to the USA.





 Many children born disabled are abandoned and left to die because they are thought to be possessed by evil spirits.








There are countless 


numbers of children with stories like Maria’s throughout the Philippines. It is not possible to bring them all to the USA like Maria. Homes like we are building are desperately needed.

NOTE:   Maria will be 18 in October of this year. She is healthy, happy and knows the One who will help her go to Heaven someday. As she says it, “I told Jesus I am sorry for doing bad things and asked him to help me go to Heaven someday. He is the only one who can help me get there. Nobody else can.”

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Church Planting


	With five churches planted we are focusing on developing the leadership of the churches that exist.	


We have used several ways to train the men. They are hungry to learn. Our most recent effort was to bring a professor from a seminary in the USA to teach a series of lessons on “Supplementary Training in Expository Preaching.” This was held at the former Word of Life camp on the island of Luzon. In addition to the men from the churches we helped plant there were over 30 from other churches on nearby islands.  From left to right in the photo on the right is Randy, a deacon from the church in Barangay Santiago, Naujan. Ptr. Leo Ordiales, my friend and coworker in training the leaders of the churches and Pastor Sanny from the church in Barangay Dao, Naujan. Randy and Sanny were very encouraged by the training and returned to their churches eager to implement what they learned.
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A Common Problem.


It is not uncommon in the Philippines to find children born with missing limbs. Poor prenatal care is one reason. Some are blessed like the girl on the left to be part of a loving family. This girl is cared for well by a loving mom and dad. She is part of one of our churches. The boy on the right is one of many others. His situation is more common. He has no arms and lives on the streets and begs. God has moved in the hearts of our Filipino fellow Christians to reach children such as this boy but they do not have the resources. You can help us build a home and train staff to care for these children both body and soul. Please consider what you can do. We the church in the USA can do so much more than we are. “Go into the streets and compel them to come in that my house may be full” God wants us to reach the disabled lost. Please help us.
