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Liezel Panganiban is a Filipina lady saved as a direct result of an outreach initiated by Judy. She attends Pastor Rio’s church. Through Bible studies Judy helped establish she has grown in the Lord. She is now ministering to the Mangyan women. Since the Mangyans are a primitive tribe they have lived without knowing the truth of Gods Word and so they developed many superstitions. Here is one example as told by Liezel.  “Lenola is a Mangyan woman who once lived with many fears due to tribal superstitions. One was that when a loved one died the home they lived in must be burned down even if there are family members still using it. They think that if they do not burn it down before the next thunder storm comes the deceased will come back to life as an evil spirit and frighten the family. “


Lenola is now free from such fears because after attending Bible studies Liezel taught she understood about Christ and accepted Him as savior.

	In some previous prayer letters we told you about the Mangyan tribe that had been displaced from the mountains and was scattered in various areas around Naujan. They were escaping disease and the  danger of communist guerrillas. They were not welcome by the people in the lowlands however. The Mangyans would become squatters on someone’s land and their primitive ways did not please the local people.

	Because of a gift from a pastor of one of our supporting churches we 


we were able to buy land and allow the Mangyans to build “homes” on it. The tribe is now reunited as one group and the Pastor Rio’s church is ministering to them teaching them basics such as using clothing out of respect to their neighbors. Most of all they are sharing the Word with them and have established a group of believers as a church that now meets each Sunday.








	We thank God for the sacrificial giving of churches and individuals to help us make the group home for disabled children a reality. Support for the project is still needed but we are at the point where it is time for the next phase of preparation for the project. Judy and Dick just completed a manual required by the government in order for the home to be licensed to operate and will soon be submitting it to them for approval.


As sometimes occurs in the Philippines where deeds and titles to land are often non-existent, we find that the land we first planned to use is not available. We feel this is God’s leading however as he has put two possible solutions before us. 


We have partnered with Children’s Bible Ministries for several years now. They were running a school for the deaf but the government has recently opened one nearby and has taken the students there. CBM has proposed that we take over the school and convert it into the home for disabled children. We have also been offered a 3229 square foot lot for free. Both are great possibilities that would make it possible to have two homes in operation.


Dick has a full slate of traveling within the Philippines as he goes to Bulacan, Imus, Paliparin and Naujan working out details for the home. It will require using planes, boats, jeeps, motorcycles and comfortable hiking shoes! Pray for Judy who the doctors require to stay behind in order to manage a chronic illness while caring for our blind daughter Maria. 


As previously said we do still need donations for the project. Look beyond the project however. It is more accurate to say we still need donations to reach disabled children with the gospel. See them through the eyes of Christ who has love and compassion for them.

The Need 








	Following is an excerpt from a pamphlet about the home. Some of you may have seen it already. In either case please read this and prayerfully consider helping us reach our goal of providing a Christian home for disabled children in a place where they do not have even a tenth of the opportunities for help children do in the USA.

The Problem


In the Philippines, as in most of the world good health care is not available to all as it is in the USA.  There are several examples that can be given of disabilities caused by the lack of medicine to treat simple illnesses, the misuse of medications due to lack of knowledge and poor nutrition for the birth mother during pregnancy. Blindness, deafness and cognitive disabilities are common due to these reasons. The young lady in this picture was born with no arms. Many in the Philippines are born without limbs because of the use of a prenatal medication now outlawed in the USA but available in the Philippines. Many children are born at home with no medically trained person attending. Often the difficulties of delivery that can occur are not handled correctly and the children develop cerebral palsy from lack of oxygen during the delivery. After the child is born many never get the proper treatment and care for their disability and it becomes worse. Lack of nutritious food multiplies the problem. Some of these children are abandoned at birth because they are thought to be demon possessed. There are those that survive because they are taken in by others. Almost all of these children end up living an isolated life hidden in their home and never attend school or church. Please help us reach them with the love of Christ.
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The Size of the Problem





There are an estimated 5.4 million children with special needs in the Philippines.   4.8% of them are helped and receive education.  95.2% do not. 





Virtually 100% of these children and their families are unreached by the Gospel.
