Communist rebels and militant Muslim groups have long been a part of life in the Philippines. There are the Communist NPA and three Muslim groups known as the MILF the MNLF and the Abu Sayaf. Now there is an additional element, ISIS. As they are being defeated in Mosul, Iraq they are escaping to Indonesia, Malaysia and the Philippines. They have already taken over one city in the south and are holding many hostages as human shields. A battle has been ongoing for about two months now. On Mindoro where our church plants are the Communists have become very active. Travel into the mountains has been restricted. This prevents our team from returning to the tribes at this time.  �However the tribe is still feeding on God’s Word. This photo shows the Mangyans listening to the Bible in their language. They cannot read yet so with your support we got them this audio Bible that also includes the Bible dramatized as a story called Creation to Christ. It is an effective way of helping tribes understand the Bible message at their level.











When we lived in the southern Philippines the Muslims were always a danger to us. The photo below shows one such group. Once they were the enemy but now they are fighting alongside the Philippine army against ISIS. �

The farm is beginning to produce crops and harvesting has begun on chillis, a bitter vegetable called ampalya and camote which is a potato like food. Over 100 banana trees have been planted and will soon be ready to harvest. There will be enough to take to market for some income. The early harvest mentioned has mostly been to supply food for the Mangyan.

There are more disabled children to reach, there are more tribes spread across the mountains of Mindoro and there are more rural villages without a church.
