	One day as Dick was riding the boat from Mindoro back to the main island a man came to him and said, “Are you a missionary”? It was Pastor Leo and this was the beginning of a great relationship that Pastor Leo says was Providential. We have since worked together and supported each other in our ministries and he has become my right hand man on the field. Leo has an earned Doctorate of Theology but rather than teach at a university his passion is training and mentoring young pastors for evangelism and discipleship. Like Dick, he is most content when he is serving in the boondocks helping small churches. He is a very helpful member of our team. He helps provide oversight of the workers in the ministry. Along with Dick he determines what trainings the pastors might benefit from and works out the logistics of gathering the men for a class in Manila. When Dick needs to pass through Manila Leo provides transportation and lodging. God knew that as the ministry expanded and our role evolved we would need a man like Leo on the team, so he provided. 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Mangyan Ministry


	Often people look at those in tribes as being different. Certainly their way of life is quite different from many in the world but inside they are just like anyone else. They have hopes, dreams, fears, joys and sorrows. ( Maria’s story on theright column)


	Ministering to them is like ministering to anyone else. They need to hear of the love of Christ for them and His saving grace. They need to see that in you through the way you relate to and care for them as you help them with theer struggles in life. 


	We were able to buy land for a tribe to live on to live safely away from war zone. You helped finace three trips to the mountains to reach other tribes, We were able to supply the tribes in the mountain with an audio Bible in their language.It also tells the story of Creation to Christ which is a chronoligical presentation of the Gospel. This has become an invaluable tool since the Communist returned to the area where the tribe lives. It is preventing return trips to them at this time but they have the Word with them in the audio Bible. We had set up another trip to the tribe and the day before the team was to leave a Mangayn risked coming down from the mountain to tell the team it was not safe to come and asked them to stay away until it was safe again.


	The farm we were able to buy with a generous gift to the minstry so that the Mangayns could grow food for themsleves and have a livelihood is progressing well. Two hecters next to what was first purchased became available and we had enough left from the initial gift to buy them. This brings the tillable land to a total of 11 hecters which is about 27 acres. This will go far to improve life for the tribe. At this point 8 families have relocated their homes to the farm so they can more readily care for it without traveling back and forth from the first village. She plants vegetables and sometimes works in other people's house or yard to earn money for her three children's schooling and for their daily food.
