Like It Never Even Happened


	Just like in the ServPro advertisement on TV God stepped in after the disaster of the entire Mangyan village being destroyed and turned the whole situation around. In fact the village is better than before the fire.  God moved in the hearts of the people in a small rural church. They took a special offering that covered 100% of the cost for the basic replacement of the homes. Then another small rural church provided another gift that allowed us to afford some improvements we have praying for. Funds from the first church allowed us to drill a new well to replace the dug well that was contaminated by the debris of the fire and the second churches gift allowed for us to install an electric pump instead of a new hand pump. Soon we will start the construction of a Sari Sari, which is a very small store. The community around the Mangyan will be able to buy daily needs there. (Remember this is the tribe that came off the mountain due to the conflict there.) The store will be run as a co-op and thus the tribe members will be able to obtain  merchandise at a very low price. This will be a big help to them. 


A picture is worth a thousand words so following are photos to tell the story more, starting with why the store will be small, Perhaps 10 foot by 10 foot. The picture shows two of the products that will be available for purchase. Many of the workers in the rural parts of the Philippines get payed daily for their work and do not always get work daily. Therefore after buying food for a meal they buy other “luxuries” if they can. These things come in affordable size packaging that contains enough for one use.  A package of Tide and a package of toothpaste are shown next to an iPhone for size comparison.

Small classes meet in the office you provided which I showed you in the last prayer letter but for larger classes it had been necessary to rent a meeting place. The free venue is a big help. Pastor Leo and I  have been praying, planning and writing for a while now and we are happy that we are now able to see the launch of the STEP program... This stands for Supplementary Training in Expository Preaching. 


The students will meet on Saturdays for six hours. (With breaks of course) They will learn how to use a literal, grammatical, historical hermeneutic and develop what they glean in to a solid biblical message. Probably sounds boring to you but these men are hungry for it. They will be supplied course materials and some who have difficulty with travel expenses in from the more remote areas or other islands can apply for assistance with that.  Your support helps with providing this ministry.

Update Regarding Me


I am told that I am doing well at moving through the grieving process after Judy went home to Jesus. Thanks for all your prayers. She talked with me a few weeks before passing and said she was happy that I will be able to get back to the Philippines. I feel the same way. My plan was to return early in the upcoming year. However God still has me stuck at HQ. You may know that in March I fell on ice and broke my elbow. It required surgery. Since then my right leg has not been functioning well and the doctors think I will need another surgery to work on my spine in order to prevent permanent nerve damage and further loss of the use of my leg. That is not certain yet. But I can not make definite plans to go to the Philippines yet. I mentioned this to Pastor Leo Ordiales, my right hand man on the field. He sensed my discouragement, and sent the following. ………..
