The first photo below is from a previous prayer letter in which I explained how we were helping the Mangyan tribe obtain a self-supporting life. It shows them at the hard labor of tilling land with a shovel. Large amounts need to be tilled and planted to grow enough of a crop for their own food plus sell some for income. A Filipino who was able to get an education and become an engineer knew of our ministry and offered to buy a tiller if we could supply the engine for it.  We did, and now (when the floods are over) the Mangyan will being going all out to develop the farm. This tiller works both normal soil for crops but also works the flooded rice paddies to prep them for placing the rice plants.

You may recall that in the Spring and early Summer I was busy for about four months working in collaboration with Pastor Ordiales to write/develop a course on Expository Preaching for pastors in the Philippines.  Many have never had formal training as pastors. This is normal worldwide. If you think about it neither did pastors like Timothy and Titus. Pastor Ordiales is my main man on the ground in the Philippines with regard to pastor training. It fell on him to teach the course which we did using Zoom. Coronavirus lockdown pushed that, but it was a blessing because we realized that by using Zoom we could offer the training beyond the main island of Luzon to pastors on the outer islands as well. Some of the pastors have laptops or tablets and almost all have cheap pay as you go cellphones. So, one way or another they were all able to participate in the classes. This shows the men from the main island who gathered to receive their certificates upon completion of the 50 hour course. They temporarily removed their masks for the photo. Oops. Next up, we are working on lessons of individual books of the Bible. We will be using materials published by pastors here in the USA. 
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Our ministry has lost support due to several of our precious friends going home to be with the Lord. That has made our budget tight, especially with all the calamities this year.       The Philippines has been hit with it’s fourth Typhoon in as many weeks. This one had less wind but unloaded devastating amounts of rain. Vast areas of the country are under water. Naujan has been in the direct path of all but one of the storms. The first photo below shows the depth in some areas. One of those row homes is the home of Pastor Eduard and his parents. They are safe. Pastor Eduard is living in the Church which only has a few feet of water in that area and his parents have been trapped on another island since the Coronavirus arrived. They were visiting a family member there and have not been allowed to travel back to Naujan since the country was locked down. There is no flooding where they are now. We have been able to assist with food and relief funds during the lock down and after the previous typhoons but we are unable to provide help after this one as the other events have drained our reserves. We need to retain our regular budget so we can support the operation of the home for disabled children and for the pastors whose income we supplement.
