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 A well was needed to support the gardening. With your help we were able to purchase the materials to put one in.
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The goal is to help the Mangyan become independent self-supporting people. The men are doing the farming and we have started the ladies on livelihood projects.  They are making brooms and baskets to sell in the market. They are expendable items and so there is an ongoing need for the product. We gave them materials up front to make the first batch and taught them to set aside some of the profits to buy more materials to keep the operation going. The men and women are eager and happy to learn. The photos below show the women and their handiwork.
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Because of the coronavirus children are not attending school. The public-school teachers carry packets of worksheets to the children’s homes for them to complete, then return to collect them. The department of ed is counting that as “school”. But they are not including the Mangyan kids. You might recall the fight we had to get them enrolled in school in the first place. Now they are being discriminated against. So, Glenda and three other ladies from the churches are teaching them school using the Mangyan church as the venue. Below are photos of the kids. 
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 Entry to the Philippines is forbidden to most at this time, including missionaries. When Stupid Rona, as they call it where I live is gone, I intend to return to the Philippines. Please pray to that end.
A Kind Farmer

A farmer, that was aware that the Mangyan could not go to their farm because of the Coronavirus restrictions, told the Mangyan they could “borrow” one of his rice paddies. That meant that they could plant and harvest one of his fields and keep the rice for the tribe. They have over two acres to do this way. But don’t worry the whole tribe will get involved including the kids.

Several Irons in the Fire


	God has grown TMP in the past twenty years. There are various ministries spread over three locations. There is the home for disabled children in San Rafael, Bulacan. I thank God for Kathryn Hatton who oversees that work.   There is the pastor training/church planting ministry based in Imus, Cavite. God provided Pastor Leo Ordiales to head up that work. There is also ministry to the five churches we were part of planting in the area of Naujan, Oriental Mindoro, which includes ministry to the Mangyan tribe. Pastor Merhan leads three as the circuit riders of old did, and Pastor Baldera leads the other two. Glenda Rio ministers to the Mangyan women and children, teaching Sunday School, as well as reading, using Bible stories and including writing. and math, Also, she leads Bible studies and helps the women learn life skills. Your support funds all of these ministries including supplementing the income of all that are named here except Kathryn. All the places named above can be found on Goggle maps if you are interested. 


History


I decided that in this issue I would focus on the Mangyan ministry. Although much evangelization and discipleship are done this focuses primarily on some of the practical assistance.  First let me give a brief history to refresh your memory about the tribe. Several years ago, they were displaced from the mountains where they lived due to combat between the Communists and the Philippine Army. Not knowing any better they started building huts around rice farms in the low lands. And kept getting run off by the farm owners. This happened repeatedly. Understanding their situation because of a visit made to Naujan by the pastors and some members of Jacobstown Baptist Church in New Jersey, the church supplied the funds to buy land for the tribe to build a new village on. That entire village burned down so Jacobstown plus a few individuals provided the funds for them to rebuild with actual structures instead of the stick huts they insisted on building the first time. A church from Korea built them a church building. It survived the fire. 


Present Day


	An individual supporter purchased 27 acres of farmland for the Mangyans so that they could work at being self-supporting. Just as they were getting started on that, the communists occupied the area and work had to stop. Eventually the communists were driven off by the Philippine Army, but due to Coronavirus restrictions the Mangyans can not return to working the farm yet.


For years I have been trying to teach/encourage both the Mangyan and the members of the four churches to start vegetable gardens. I explained the Victory gardens of WWII and the Mennonites and farmers in rural USA providing most of their food for themselves by gardening. It was an idea that never took. For them you grew rice, coconuts and mangos on a farm. That was agriculture to them. But with the pandemic lock down and not being able to go to the market for food, the garden idea suddenly made sense to them. Everyone is growing gardens now. In their climate it is also a year-round activity. Following are some photos of the project.
