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In the background you see a 30 year-old women who cannot walk and has never had a wheelchair. Her parents carry her where she needs to go around the home and out to an open kubo (hut) they made in the yard so she could get fresh air and have a change of scenery,
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This lady looks very happy in her first wheelchair ever.

She is holding her first Bible as well. A pastor will now make regular visits to the family and start going through the Gospel of John with them.
