Thank You Aussies


	If you recall, a few years ago the ministry was able to purchase audio Bibles from an American organization for use with the Mangyans who could not read at that time. They cost $69.00 each and were in the Mangayn’s second language. 


	After researching I found the audio Bible below. It is produced by the Australians. It costs $35.00 and is in Alagan which is the heart language of the Mangyan. Instead of solar powered, it is recharged by turning a handle on it’s front that runs a little generator. Once charged it runs quite a while. 
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
