	I am sorry to report that Berta, the wife of the chief of the Mangyan tribe where we started a church has passed away. She had a wound on her leg that developed into Sepsis and then she developed pneumonia. 


	While being treated she was tested for Covid and did not have it. However, when she passed away the government took her body and buried it immediately and quarantined the whole tribe for 14 days. Everyone was in shock, with no opportunity for closer that begins with a funeral service. 


	The next day a ten month old baby in the tribe died from a sever asthma attack. Again, the government took the baby from the mom and immediately buried the child’s body. 	


	I have initiated plans for a memorial service when the quarantine is lifted but for now the tribe is hurting doubly because of the loss and the way the government handle things. Pray for God to provide peace in their hearts.

Wasted Crop


	As part of our efforts to help the Mangyan and the churches we helped start, become self-supporting, we acquired two parcels of land for farming. One is for growing rice and vegetables the other had existing fruit trees. (Mangos, Calamansi which are like limes, and other fruits. The NPA, Communist rebels known as the New People’s Army has infiltrated the area where the fruit parcel is. The Philippine Army is restricting access to the area. As a result the crops are not being harvested and just going to waste. Pray that ongoing operations in the area push out the NPA. 
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
