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PASTOR TRAINING - CHURCH PLANTING – DISABILITY MINISTRY

We have gotten the various ministries in the field to stand on their own more and more. It is not that they did not have their own motivation to do so, they simply needed the means to do so. The farming, for their food and income for medical needs as they arise, is beginning to show good results. Without the support that came from you through Timothy Mission to obtain land, farm equipment, and seed, they would not have had the means to get started. Without Bibles, study materials, audio Bibles to use with the tribes, and training provided by you through Timothy Mission they would not have been able to plant the five churches now in place. Without financial support from Timothy Mission, the pastors of the five churches ability to support their families would not be possible.  Even so, we deliberately do not provide each man with full support. We want the people to learn that the church needs to support their pastor. We no longer support one of the pastors because his church has grown to where they have taken on 100% of his support. 
Each church is directly accountable to Timothy Mission and in addition to reports given to me directly from the pastors, Pastor Ordiales is our boots on the ground, eyes on man there for that purpose. But I felt we should get the various churches themselves to report to you on their ministries from time to time. So, the following are prayer letters produced by two of the churches. The first is from Saved By Christ Church in a neighborhood (Barangay) of Naujan called Santiago. It is the first church we helped plant. The second is within the boundaries of Naujan but like many of the 70 Barangays of Naujan it is out in the boondocks. It is called Sta. Isabel.
