	Nikko is one of my Timothys. I have told you before of how he has a passion for reaching the tribes scattered in the mountains, and how, as the village members come to faith in Christ, he desires to provide them with a “church” to protect them from the tropical sun and the torrential rains of the rainy season. They do not need to be fancy or large. This has resulted in an incredible thirteen churches. Number thirteen is shown on the left. But Nikko found another village, so you guessed it, number fourteen is in the works. The other two photos are Nikko and his wife loading up materials for number fourteen. The materials will be trucked to the base of the mountain, and then a team of volunteers will divide them up and hand carry them up into the mountains to the village.

VBS
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Kudos to those of you who volunteer to serve at your church's VBS. I understand how you find it very rewarding, but you are sometimes a bit tired by the end of the week.  Consider this, both of my two teams on Mindoro held VBS at their churches. After that, they spent the next five weeks traveling to other villages of the island to do VBS again for the children in those places. Honest, each church held six VBS programs for six weeks straight. Many required long hikes into the mountains to get to the villages.  They do it despite some unique challenges, such as the deadliest cobra in the world being in the Philippines, it can get very hot there in the summer, and there are active Communist rebels there. The VBS program includes providing a meal each day. We applied to an organization called Feed My Starving Children to receive food packets they produce for distribution by NGOs nationwide. We were accepted, and now they ship packets for the team to use. They now continue to arrive on a schedule, ensuring ongoing distributions. The packets contain rice fortified with soy to provide better nutrition than rice alone. Malnutrition is common in the Philippines, and this will be a big help to the people in the rural areas we serve.
